Suggested Resolution to Authorize VERIS Processing of Town Absentee Voters (for adoption by Electoral Board of County containing Smaller Part of Town at request of Locality Containing Larger Part of Town and Responsible for Managing Town Election)

A meeting of the Electoral Board of ____________ County was held on _______________, at which the following was proposed and approved by the Board:

Appointment of Uncompensated, Temporary Assistant General Registrar for Absentee Voting In Town Elections 

WHEREAS, the Town of ________ (“Town”) is split between the County of ______ containing the larger part (Managing County), and the County of ______ containing the smaller part (Constituent County)

WHEREAS, § 24.2- 601 assigns responsibility for managing elections for Town offices to Managing County;

WHEREAS, § 24.2-101 defines “Qualified voter in a town" as “a person who is a resident within the corporate boundaries of the town in which he offers to vote, duly registered in the county of his residence, and otherwise a qualified voter;”

WHEREAS, § 24.2-112 allows localities to share assistant general registrars who need not reside in the locality of appointment;

WHEREAS, ________________________ [Name of qualified employee of Managing County to be appointed temporary registrar for Constituent County] has agreed to serve without additional compensation as a temporary assistant general registrar for Constituent County;   

WHEREAS, the federally mandated Virginia Election and Registration Information System (VERIS) has security design features requiring authorization from the city or county of registration before an absentee ballot application may be processed and a ballot issued to a voter; 

WHEREAS, historically, the county managing the election handled the entire absentee voting process for all town voters regardless of the county of registration; 

WHEREAS, the administration of elections and absentee voting for voters registered in Constituent County will be furthered by appointing an assistant general registrar of Managing County to act as a temporary assistant general registrar for Constituent County for the 120 day period commencing 60 days before any town election and ending 60 days after the election;  

Now, therefore, be it resolved that:

_________________________________ [Name of qualified employee of Managing County agreeing to be appointed temporary registrar for Constituent County] is hereby appointed as an assistant general registrar for this Constituent County for the purpose of processing absentee voting applications and ballots in elections for Town offices for the period commencing 60 days before and ending 60 days after any town election.  This designation shall not relieve Constituent County or any of its employees of their regular responsibilities. 
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
