You have been appointed an Officer of Election in the «Precinct_Name» Precinct for a one year term beginning March 1, 2012 and ending on February 28, 2013.  This appointment guarantees that you will be working in the November 6, 2012 election, but not necessarily in the primary elections. Please be aware that in Primary Elections the number of Officers of Election required to work at the voting precincts is reduced as historically there is a much lower voter turnout for these elections. If the Electoral Board appoints you to work in the March or June primary election you will receive a separate letter, prior to the primary date, stating you have been appointed to work in that specific primary election. 
Please arrange to take the oath and return both the oath and response form in the enclosed envelope no later than January 9, 2012. Article II, Section 7 of the Constitution of Virginia, requires you to take the enclosed oath should you choose to accept this appointment.  Any Officer of Election who wishes to participate in the November General Election must submit their forms by the date listed above. If you are unable to work in a primary please note that on your “Response to Notice of Appointment” form. If you do not submit your forms by the deadline the Electoral Board will assume you do not wish to participate. You will not be allowed to work until all of the required forms have been submitted.
The Constitution of Virginia prohibits any person who holds an elective office or is the deputy or employee of such elected official under the governments of the United States, the Commonwealth, or any Virginia county, city or town from serving as an officer of election.

Please mark the following 2012 dates on your calendar now: 

March 6th – Presidential Primary Election, February 28th – Election Officials Training; 

June 12th – Primary Election (tentative), June 4th - Election Officials Training and 

November 6th – General Election, October 22nd and/or 23rd – Election Officials Training
June primary elections are always tentative. We will not have confirmation of a June primary until approximately April. If you do not receive additional correspondence prior to the June Primary date listed above stating a primary is being held please disregard the primary dates above.
